There is no restriction as to the
strength of the substitutes

All players must be members of the Irish Chess
Union, irrespective of their nationality. All players
must be registered and currently subscribed
members ( or life member ) and must appear on the
ICU published rating list valid for the event

Each team captain must submit his or her team
before the deadline set for receipt of entries by the
Tournament Director and must declare a board
order including the order of the substitutes. There is
no restriction on how the board order is decided.

When entering a team, the captain must also
furnish both the ICU code and FIDE ID of each of
his or her players. This deadline is February 28th
2025.

It is not allowed to switch players between the main
event and the Queen Maeve Cup!

The top placed teams will qualify for the European
Club Cup in accordance with ECC regulations. The
ECCC 2025 takes place in Rhodes Oct. 18th -26th
